“They had some time to express their concerns with the Minister herself regarding 
seniors interests and Minister McSweeney was gracious in answering all their 
questions.” 
 
Carolyn and Mike Field of Karrinyup said it was interesting to learn of what action the 
State Government is taking to improve the life of seniors. 
 
“We certainly enjoyed the opportunity to meet with the Minister yesterday especially 
when we heard how many important portfolios she is responsible for,” Mrs Field said. 
 
“We will look out with interest for some feedback on the initiatives that local 
governments come up with for making their own areas better for older people.” 
 
Minister McSweeney discussed an array of topics including the Cost of Living 
Rebate, outlined the rebates currently available for seniors with the Western 
Australian Seniors Card and highlighted the success of the Liberal-National 
Government’s free transport scheme. 
 
Seniors taking advantage of the State Government’s initiative and using public 
transport regularly could also be saving between $350 and $600 a year. 
 
The Minister also said that Seniors Card holders receive concessions on a range of 
State and local government fees and charges, plus discounts from many businesses.
